Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming: 5

Section 1.  There is appropriated from the general fund 7 

to the legislative service office the following specified 8 

amounts, or as much thereof as may be necessary, to pay the 9 

costs and expenses of the fifty-sixth and fifty-seventh 10 

Wyoming legislatures through June 30, 2004: 11

[Standard Provision] - The management 7 

council may transfer funds from one expense category to 8 

another under section 1 of this act as the activities of 9 

the legislature may require. 10

Section 3. [Standard Provision] - The appropriation for 12 

out-of-state travel under this act shall be used to 13 

reimburse legislators for documented legislative travel and 14 

per diem expenses to meetings including, but not limited 15 

to, the National Conference of State Legislatures, the 16 

Council of State Governments and The Energy Council. 17 

Reimbursements shall be made with the permission of the 18 

speaker of the house or the president of the senate, in 19 

accordance with policies of the management council. 20

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Section 5.  [Constituent Service Allowance] 1 

 2 

(a)  During the period July 1, 2002, through June 30, 3 

2004, each member of the legislature is entitled to receive 4 

a constituent service allowance as provided under this 5 

section. This allowance is intended to defray expenses 6 

incurred by each member in providing service to and on 7 

behalf of his constituents, which services are in addition 8 

to attending sessions of the legislature, attending 9 

meetings of interim committees and engaging in authorized 10 

interim work for which salary, per diem and mileage are 11 

authorized by law. The allowance is subject to the 12 

following: 13 

 14 

(i)  The allowance shall be paid quarterly upon 15 

submission by the legislator of a claim form verifying that 16 

he is a member of the legislature and thereby entitled to 17 

the allowance under this section;  18 

 19 

(ii)  Claim forms shall be submitted to the 20 

legislative service office not later than the last day of 21 

the month following the calendar quarter for which the 22 

allowance under this section is being claimed; 23 

 24 
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(iii)  To the extent funds appropriated under 1 

this section are not sufficient to pay claims, payment 2 

shall be made on a proportional basis. Legislators may 3 

request payment of less than the full amount of the 4 

allowance; 5 

 6 

(iv)  The allowance shall be four hundred fifty 7 

dollars ($450.00) per calendar quarter or fractional 8 

portion thereof that the member is in office. Except that 9 

the allowance shall not be paid for the first calendar 10 

quarter of 2003 unless that person will be a member of the 11 

fifty-seventh legislature. 12 

 13 

(b)  Three hundred twenty-four thousand dollars 14 

($324,000.00) is appropriated from the general fund to the 15 

legislative service office to be expended under the 16 

direction of the management council only for the 17 

constituent service allowance authorized in this section. 18 

 19 

Section 6.  [Update of Econometric Model for Mineral 20 

Tax Incentives]  Ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) is 21 

appropriated from the general fund to the legislative 22 

service office to be used exclusively for updating the 23 

econometric model to evaluate mineral tax incentives 24 
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developed pursuant to 1999 Wyoming Session Laws, Chapter 1 

168, Section 3, during the 2003-2004 biennium. These funds 2 

shall be expended only with the approval of the management 3 

council. 4

Section 7.  [Effective Immediate Appropriations] 6 

 7 

(a)  Fifty thousand dollars ($50,000.00) is 8 

appropriated from the general fund to the legislative 9 

service office for constituent service allowance claims for 10 

the period January 1, 2002, through June 30, 2002. Payment 11 

of claims shall be subject to the conditions provided in 12 

2000 Wyo. Session Laws, Ch. 94, Section 10. 13 

 14 

(b)  Twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) is 15 

appropriated from the general fund to the legislative 16 

service office for out-of-state travel for the period 17 

ending June 30, 2002, subject to the conditions provided in 18 

2000 Wyo. Session Laws, Ch. 94, Section 3. 19 

 20 

(c)  Twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000.00) is 21 

appropriated from the general fund to the legislative 22 

service office for legislator salaries and employer paid 23 
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benefits to cover interim committee activities for the 1 

period ending June 30, 2002. 2

(d)  Ninety thousand dollars ($90,000.00) is 4 

appropriated from the general fund to the legislative 5 

service office for expenses of the special legislative 6 

session convening February 11, 2002. 7 

 8 

Section 8. [Effective date] – Section 7 of this act is 9 

effective immediately upon completion of all acts necessary 10 

for a bill to become law as provided by Article 4, Section 11 

8 of the Wyoming Constitution. The balance of this act is 12 

effective July 1, 2002. 13
