35-9-106.  Powers and duties of council. 13

(a)  The council shall adopt rules and regulations to: 15

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(i)  Establish minimum fire standards not 1 

exceeding taking into consideration the standards 2 

prescribed by the Uniform Fire Code, the Uniform Building 3 

Code and the Uniform Mechanical Code International Code 4 

Council and allowing the council on fire prevention, 5 

electrical safely and energy efficiency in buildings to 6 

amend the fire standards through rulemaking to meet 7 

Wyoming's fire prevention and safety needs, for:  8
