(m)  In addition to the prohibitions on the use of 14 

genetic information provided in paragraph (g)(vi) of this 15 

section, an insurer offering a policy of group or blanket 16 

disability insurance shall not, based on the genetic 17 
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information of an individual or a family member of an 1 

individual: 2

(i)  Deny eligibility; 4

(ii)  Adjust premium rates; 6

(iii)  Adjust contribution rates; 8

(iv)  Request or require predictive genetic 10 

information concerning an individual or a family member of 11 

the individual, except the insurer may request, but not 12 

require, predictive genetic information if needed for 13 

diagnosis, treatment or payment. As part of a request under 14 

this paragraph, the plan or issuer shall provide a 15 

description of the procedures in place to safeguard 16 

confidentiality of the information.

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shall not, based on the genetic information of an 1

information concerning an individual or a family member of 14 

the individual, except the health benefit plan may only 15 

request, but not require, predictive genetic information if 16 

needed for diagnosis, treatment or payment. As part of a 17 

request under this paragraph, the plan or issuer shall 18 

provide a description of the procedures in place to 19 

safeguard confidentiality of the information.
