AN ACT relating to water development projects; authorizing
construction of designated water projects; describing
projects; specifying terms and conditions of funding for
projects; providing appropriations; modifying project
descriptions and terms of appropriations for wvarious
specified prior projects; and providing for an effective
date.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming:

Section 1. W.S. 99-3-801 through 99-3-804 are created
to read:

99-3-801. Definitions.
The definitions in W.S. 99-3-101 apply to this article.

[2003 NEW DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS]

99-3-803. Level 1III construction projects - new
development.

(a) Authorization 1is granted for the Level III new
development construction projects identified in this
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section subject to the general conditions specified in W.S.
99-3-103.
[NEW DEVELOPMENT CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS]

(b) Project - Basin Gardens Water Project:

(1) Project sponsor: South Big Horn County
Water Supply Joint Powers Board;

(1i) Project purpose: Rural Domestic water
supply;

(iii) Project description: Design and
construction of a new water transmission system to provide
drinking water to Big Horn County residents east of the Big
Horn River and appurtenances necessary to make the project
function in the manner intended;
