A BILL
for
AN ACT relating to the Uniform Interstate Family Support
Act; amending the act to conform with changes proposed by
the National Conference of Commissioners on Uniform State
Laws; amending definitions; clarifying procedures with
respect to which jurisdiction among the various states has
jurisdiction under specified circumstances; deleting

obsolete references; and providing for an effective date.

Be It Enacted by the Legislature of the State of Wyoming:

Section 1. W.S. 20-4-195 through 20-4-197 are created

to read:

20-4-195. Application of act to nonresident subject

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A tribunal of this state exercising personal Jjurisdiction
over a nonresident in a proceeding under this act, under
other law of this state relating to a support order, or
recognizing a support order of a foreign country or
political subdivision on the basis of comity may receive
evidence from another state pursuant to W.S. 20-4-166,
communicate with a tribunal of another state pursuant to
W.S. 20-4-167, and obtain discovery through a tribunal of
another state pursuant to W.S. 20-4-168.
