(a)  On and after January 1, 1924, all roads within this state shall be highways, which have been or may be declared by law to be state or county highways. It shall be the duty of the several boards of county commissioners, within their respective counties, prior to said date, to determine what, if any, such roads now or heretofore traveled but not heretofore officially established and recorded, are necessary or important for the public use as permanent roads, and to cause such roads to be recorded, or if need be laid out, established and recorded, and all roads recorded as aforesaid, shall be highways. 4.  That if the House of Representatives fails to concur in the action of the Senate under paragraphs 1 through 3 of this motion, by adopting an identical motion applicable to the House of Representatives, the Senate of the 61st Wyoming State Legislature, Budget Session, is adjourned sine die.

President Anderson:  You have heard the motion.  All those in favor signify by saying 'Aye' opposed 'No'.  By your vote, the motion has passed the Senate.
